Marcia’s States of Identity…..Follower of Erikson
Theory is based on adolescent’s search for identity….search and commitment for what person is, what they want and who they are in each area of life.  People are in different states in different aspects of their life (for example you might be achieved about your career choice but foreclosed about religion and diffused about politics.
Foreclosure:

Means person has never searched for identity but is committed
Diffusion:

Means person is not searching and not committed
Moratorium:  Means person is searching but is not yet committed
Achievement:  Means person has already searched and is committed.
David Elkind:  Influenced by Piaget and Kohlberg

Adolescent Egocentrism…… adolescents are egocentric because of the early stages of formal Operations and Post-Conventional reasoning
Because of this we have>>>>>>
Imaginary Audience:  Belief that everyone is watching and judging you while in reality, most likely people don’t notice or don’t care.
Personal Fable:  Belief that your experiences are unique, that no one else will understand.
Invincibility Complex:  Belief that bad things are not going to happen to you or that you will be ok.
