=Poverty
What is poverty?  People living under the level necessary to survive.  About $ 24,000 for family of 4
Generational Poverty: Poverty that someone is born into and can’t get out of.   More than 2 generations together.  
Situational Poverty:  Poverty caused by life events.  (JOB LOSS, DIVORCE, MEDICAL EXPENSES, LAWSUIT, ETC..)
Who is poor?

Age:  Children under 18 =35% of poor

Sex:   Women = 57%

Race:  Minorities are most likely to be poor.  Especially African Americans, American Indians and Hispanics.

LIFE CHANCES:  likelihood of sharing in opportunities and benefits of society.
(health, life expectancy, housing, education)

Behaviors:  higher divorce rates, single parent family, more likely to be arrested, and imprisoned.

People in Poverty:  More likely to commit violent crimes, more likely to be victims of crime.
