Six Principles of Psychology

There are six essential theories of Psychology.  They are briefly explained on pages 12-17 of your textbook.  Each of you will be responsible for know these as we will refer back to them all semester.  That’s why I want you to help each other learn them. 

 Each of you are to read each of the six passages.  After each passage we are going to take turns teaching each other what it said and create a class working definition of the concept. 

Step 1:  Read passage silently

Step 2:  Group 1 close your books/ Group 2 leave yours open.

Step 3:  Group 1 jot down everything you remember from the passage.

Step 4:  Group 1 tell group 2 everything you remember from the passage.  Group 2, use your books and check how well they remember.  Ask questions to help them out and help them where necessary.

Step 5:  When group 2 is satisfied group 1 has recalled everything about passage, formulate an agreed upon class definition of the concept.

Step 6:  Everyone writes it down

Step 7:  Switch roles.  Group 2 is now the recaller, Group 1 is the listener.  

Repeat steps 1-6 for each of the remaining 5 concepts.

(When class has arrived at agreed upon definitions.  Students will create visuals for classroom demonstrating them.)
