Piaget's Theory - Cognitive of Development

Cognition (thinking) changes gradually and these ages are approximate ages only.
All information is organized into schema:  systems for thinking about the world……

Because WE ALWAYS TRY TO MAKE SENSE OF OUR WORLD.

Assimilation:  Fitting new information into existing schema

Accomodation:  Changing existing schema to fit new information.

1. Sensorimotor- Birth-2 years everything is learned through senses and movement.

    A. Object Permanence- about 6 months.  Kids learn things exist independently.

    B. Separation Anxiety - fear of being away from parent. It only happens with object permanence

    C. "Visual Cliff" - orienting on one sense. Because don't have conservation

Pre operational

2-7 years

1. Egocentric- world revolves around child

    A. Conservation - by end of Pre-Ops. Understand that some characteristics can change with out changing the object.             

    B. Pretending- using imagination- in regards to own experience.

Concrete Operations

7-11 years

1. World is fixed- remain the same regard less of child or situation.

2. Rules see things as black/white absolutes

3. Have reversibility        4.  Can't think abstractly very literal
Formal Operations 12+

1. Start to think abstractly

2. Hypothetically (what if…)
3.  Symbolically (algebra)

Piaget Revisited:
Stages do not follow a set pattern in all kids.   

If something has significance or interest, kids are more likely to show advanced thinking in regard to that object or thing. 

Ex:  Kids may show object permanence for an object they are attached to but not a neutral one.
